A MetaData object
holds specific values 
for the elements in an 
ElementSet. Assets 
and translations can 
have meta data.
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Site nodes are 
structured in a 
hierarchical way.
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The content is 
stored in a flat 
structure. Assets 
exist in arbitrary 
language versions 
(translations).

The 
MetaDataRegistry is 
the central point 
where all available 
meta data element 
sets are registered.
