Deploying and running JPA application client

When you create an application client project to be running on Geronimo in Eclipse, module IDs of both client-environment and its server-
environment should be specified in the deployment plan. By default, GEP will append ClientSide to name of the application client as its artifact
ID. Likewise, ServerSide is appened for server-environment.

Here is a sample deployment plan created by GEP.
